· Is the target clear?
· written in student-friendly language
· Is the target specific?
· uses action verbs such as “compare,” “evaluate,” or “construct,” as opposed to “know” or “understand” 

· specifies what student should be able to do with the content

· can be met in one to two class periods
· Is the target measurable?
· can be assessed formatively in writing, oral expression, demonstration, product, etc. 
· Is the target aligned?
